Clubhouse Operating Rules & Rental Agreement

**A pre-event walk through of the clubhouse facility must be scheduled with one of the board members to ensure there are no pre-existing problems. Contact the Secretary and she will make arrangements for a board member to meet you at the clubhouse for a walk through, at least a few days before your event.**

General
1.
Safe use of the clubhouse is of primary importance. Members should 
familiarize themselves with the location of all exits and fire 
extinguishers. All exit doors of the clubhouse will be unlocked during 
functions. If functions are held during the evening, all exterior lights 
will be turned on prior to the arrival of guests.

2.
Members are welcome to bring a reasonable number of guests, 
however, as long as your guests are on the grounds YOU MUST also be 
with them.

3.
The clubhouse is a non-smoking facility and it is the members 
responsibility to ensure this rule is observed at all times.

4.
Parents are responsible for the strict control and close supervision of 
the conduct and behavior of their children while in the clubhouse or 
on club property.

5.
The Clubhouse is NEVER to be used for overnight activities or lodging.

6.
Tables and chairs are available in the clubhouse. After usage, all 
tables and chairs should be cleaned and returned to the storage area 
on the inside sunroom, just off of the clubhouse main room. 

7.
If you are boating while using the clubhouse, lock the gate after you 
enter and lock the gate when you leave. DO NOT leave it open and 
unlocked during your event.  It is imperative that ALL members 
observe this 
procedure.


8.
Turn off air conditioning/heating, fans, and all lights at the completion 
of your event. Please do not lower the A/C unit below 70 degrees.

9.
Please check and lock all doors and windows when leaving. 

10.
Guests of a member may bring their own boat, ONLY when a member 
accompanies them. Members must remain with their guests until they 
leave the boat club grounds/facility. Club members will be held 
responsible for the actions of their guest while on club property.

11. 
Pets are welcome outside the clubhouse as long as they are kept 
under full control  and are cleaned up after by their owners. Non-
compliance to this rule will result in a written warning to the pet 
owner. If the offense occurs a second (2nd) time, the pet owner will be 
asked to refrain from bringing the pet on the club premises.

12.
Restrooms are provided for members and their guests. 

Please keep them clean.

13.
No nails/tacks are permitted to hang decorations in the Clubhouse. 
The ONLY approved hangers for decorations in the PHBC Clubhouse 
would be a non-destructive type tape or 3M clips. Decorations must be 
promptly removed after your event.

14.
The club charcoal grill may be used, however charcoal is not supplied 
by club. After its use, any coals shall be completely extinguished and 
safely discarded in the large trash receptacle. The grill must be 
cleaned and placed back in the storage area near the club
house.

15.
The kitchen facility is for the convenience of all members. Please clean  
it thoroughly after your event, and before you leave.  Empty all 
garbage receptacles and put in a new trash bag. Take the trash to the 
large receptacle down inside the locked gated area. Tables, counters 
and sinks are to be wiped clean. The 
clubhouse main floor (and 
basement floor if used for your event) will be swept and mopped (only 
mopped if needed.)

16.
At least 2 weeks prior to the rental date, a REFUNDABLE $50 fee 
(check payable to the PHBC, Inc.) MUST accompany the attached 
Clubhouse rental agreement.  The check is to be submitted to the Club 
Secretary/Treasurer (mailing address is listed on the agreement.)  


After your event, and upon completion of an inspection of the 
clubhouse by an appointed member of PHBC, Inc. Board, the Club 
Secretary/Treasurer will return/destroy your check after contacting 
you with the results of the inspection. Any damage noted will be 
deducted from the $50 fee. Any excess expense for damage or 
necessary cleaning will be billed/invoiced to the reserving club 
member.
